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Abstract

Universality and scaling are important concepts in the study of critical many-body physical
systems [1, 2, 3]. It is pointed out that such concepts are also useful for describing some
activities in human societies. The discussed problems include crossover behavior of stock
returns in US and Taiwan stock markets [4], universality and scaling in the statistical data of
literary works [5], and universal pattern in the fall of historical dynasties.
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
